Labor Day was first celebrated on Tuesday, September 5, 1882.  
The holiday was the idea of the Central Labor Union in New York 
City, which organized a parade and a picnic featuring speeches by 
union leaders.  It was intended to celebrate labor unions, call for 
the eight-hour workday, and to recognize the achievements of the 
American worker. 

Many of the labor laws those early activists wanted were 
passed in the 1930s, including the eight-hour work day and the 
forty-hour work week.   The Writer’s Almanac

opened on Broadway.  It’s the story of a group of drinkers at a bar 
called Harry Hope’s Saloon who are waiting for the arrival of their 
friend Hickey, the salesman.  But when he shows up, Hickey’s 
sober, and he tries to persuade everybody at the bar to stop living 
on whiskey and pipedreams and start being real. 

It got great reviews, though some critics complained that it 
was a little too long at more than four hours.  It ran for only one 
hundred-thirty-six performances.  It was the last of O’Neill’s plays 
to be produced in his lifetime.
