John served as his aide for six yeatisas an aide on
loan for Robert Kennedy in his run for U. S. Presid During this
time, Marilyn and John worked on civil rights anatiavar issues.
Don Edwards was a sponsor of the Civil Rights &iltl presented
John with one of the pens used to sign it.

In 1968 they moved to Minnesota. Marilyn went torkvfor
the chief of surgery at Mt. Sinai Hospital in Mirapslis. John
worked with the mentally handicapped and after ywars joined
the United Way in St. Paul. He received a B.Anfrblinnesota
State University. After working twenty-five yeafia the United
Way in four cities, including Waterloo-Cedar Fallshn retired in
1996. After retirement, he remained active in Deratic activities.
Marilyn initially worked at Schoitz and St. Frand#ospital, now
Covenant Medical Center. In 1987 she joined thedvgwocessing
staff at AEA 7 where she remained until retiring2002. John and
