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CONVERSATION WITH EVA 

I’m just back from my journey to Kentucky.  It was so 
refreshing to greet spring in a spectacular setting with a dear friend.  
Having both been through a lot of medical problems in the last year, 
we noticed how much we each enjoyed the company of someone 
who was looking for what was good and going right and 
delightful. . .rather than what was wrong or difficult or annoying.  I 
think that we have both understood that these are choices we have 
about how we spend our days.  Day after day, for each day you 
actually get, you can choose what you notice, choose what you look 
at, and how you see things. Perhaps thinking those days are 
numbered helps to focus your mind!  To me, seeing the good in 
something is seeing the ‘god’ in something.  It opens us up to an 
experience that is outside our own little world of private pleasure or 
pain.  Spring is a great time to practice this. . .go outside, and look 
for all the beauty.  Go inside and look for all the beauty, the useful, 
the good.  It’s a spiritual practice, as powerful as prayer.  This 
doesn’t mean ignoring what is harmful to yourself or others.  It’s like 
the adage, “good fences make good neighbors”. . .create a good 
fence in any spot in your life where people or events are likely to 
cause you harm.  Understand that it is good, and that you are then 
one of the “good” neighbors—see this beauty too. 

This month our community is offered the chance to adopt 
some new bylaws that a small group of dedicated volunteers has 
been working on for almost a whole year.  They are bright and 
competent people, who have put a lot of time and energy into 
something that few of us would want to visit week after week, 
month after month, to polish and make as good as possible.  Our 
bylaws help frame who we are, and who we will be together as 
an organization.  They are important—like good fences, they 
help keep things straight and clear; but like all human creations, 
they are certainly not perfect.  We have done our best, and 
hopefully, you will gratefully honor those who have put in their 
time.  Naturally, some things are a matter of personality and 
style, even how a church is run.  We may not all agree on 
everything—just as some of us may like chain link fence and 
others of us picket fence (or my Grandfather, who liked to 
make old fashioned New England granite stone walls!) BUT, 
what is most important in a democracy is that we practice civil 
debate over ideas, vote our mind, and then come together over 
the collective wisdom of the group—even if it’s not the exact 
same as ours.  Perhaps there is beauty, goodness, and even truth 
in things that are bigger than our own understanding.  This is to 
trust the process of democracy, and certainly what it means to 
run a church based on the sacred premise of democracy. 

We will have other things to vote on this month, too!  So 
come out, and add your collective wisdom. Finances. New leaders.  
Choices and changes.  It’s an amazing part of being a Unitarian 
Universalist.

On May 5, 1819 William Ellery Channing preached the 
sermon “Unitarian Christianity”, known as the Baltimore 
Sermon, for the ordination and installation of Jared Sparks as the 
first minister of the First Independent Church of Baltimore.  In 
1912, the name was changed to First Unitarian Church.  Only 
those in the first three pews could hear the sermon (which lasted 
an hour and a half) because the acoustics were so bad.  The 
sermon was translated into seven languages and circulated in 
many countries.  One of the most influential sermons ever 
preached in America, the Baltimore Sermon served to unite 
religious liberals under the name Unitarian, which they had 
previously avoided.

“I was raised Catholic, attended a Catholic high 
school and remained a Catholic for many years but never fully 
participated in church activities.

Air travel releases tons of CO2, but did you ever wonder what 
the airlines do with their in-flight trash?  They use enough 
aluminum cans per year to build fifty-eight Boeing 747s!  Green 
America has researched eleven major airlines and scored them on 
six different points: 

1)  diversity of recycled waste, 
2)  size of program,  
3)  employee education and motivation, 
4)  future recycling plans,  
5)  additional in-flight waste reduction and 
6)  best program overall. 

Ranked highest with a B-, Delta plans to recycle all aluminum 
cans, plastic bottles, cups, newsprint and magazines.  Virgin America 
was on a par.  Dead last were US Airways and United, both F.  In the 
middle range with C’s and D’s were Virgin Atlantic, Southwest, 
Continental, Jet Blue, American, British Airways, and AirTran. 

What are some ways you might influence the airlines to 
recycle more and very consistently?  Use the airline with the best 
record whenever you can and praise them for their program.  Ask 
the attendants aboard less environmentally responsible carriers 
about their recycling policies each time you fly and encourage 
them.  Bring your own reusable bottle on board (fill it after passing 
through security) and take any other trash with you to recycle at 
your destination.  You may also want to sign on to Green 
America’s letter, stating that customers expect them to shrink their 
ecological footprint and increase their recycling efforts.  Check it 
out at <www.greenamericatoday.org/takeaction/airline/>.

A Sunday service at UUSBHC is much more than just 
preaching.  Rev. Eva and our other presenters do a wonderful job 
at that, but we also have people who play music, share stories 
with the children, run the sound system, decorate the sanctuary, 
and keep track of the many little details that make things run 
smoothly.  The Religious Services Council is the umbrella group 
that coordinates the various subgroups that make Sunday services 
(and the occasional wedding, funeral, or other observance) 
happen.  We meet at 7:15 p.m. on the second Tuesday of the 
month, and we always welcome new members. 

At our April meeting, one of the things we discussed was 
summer services.  A bit of history:  some years ago, there was no 
such thing as a summer service; the UUSBHC pretty much 
closed down over the summer.  When we began having summer 
services, they were a sort of stripped-down, no-frills affair (for 
instance, no musicians, no children’s story). Over the past few 
years, attendance at summer services has grown, and we’re 
finding that we do have a significant number of new people 
joining us during the summer.  So we’ve been trying to make less 
of a distinction between summer services and services during the 
rest of the year.  We do have music during the summer, and this 
year, for the first time, we will  have a children’s story and a time 
for children to leave the service.  The REAP Council is also 
working on having an Alternative Activity for children once they 
leave the service so watch for details in the June/July newsletter.  
Just another example of growth in our congregation!

STEWARDSHIP CAMPAIGN RESULTS 
The pledge pool for this year’s campaign included 132 pledge units made up of identified UUSBHC members, and friends that have either a

As you can see from the table above the bulk of our pledge income comes from our members, 76% (pledge units) of which made a 

financial pledge for next year.  Of those units giving us a “Zero $” pledge or no pledge received to date, we will experience a loss of $8,165 
of existing pledge revenue from members and $500 from friends.  The cost of affiliation dues for members submitting a Zero $ pledge will 
be $2,815.50, representing a significant expenditure from next year’s budget. 

The $110,212 raised in pledges for the 2010-2011 program year is $998 short of the current year’s pledge total of $111,210.  Given the 
current economic climate, coming this close (99.1%) to our current pledge level can be seen as a success.  However, it will be a challenge 
for us to fully support the increased activity levels of councils and their committees, facility needs, staff positions, and maintain our growth 
as a congregation.  Fully funding all committee budget requests for the coming year would take a total of almost $127,000. 

We urge everyone to consider making an additional financial commitment to the UUSBHC.   With your added help, we can more fully 
fund the coming year’s budget requests.

Phebe Ann Coffin Hanaford was born May 6, 1829 on 
Nantucket Island in Massachusetts.  A Quaker and descendant of the 
pilot of the Mayflower, she became a teacher and successful author of 
fiction, children’s books, and biographies.  She was introduced to 
Universalism in Reading, Massachusetts and joined the Reading 
Universalist Association of Liberal Ladies for Benevolent and Useful 
Work in 1866.  Her friend, Olympia Brown, encouraged her to preach 
and she became a licensed Universalist preacher.  Hanaford became 
the first woman ordained to the Universalist ministry in New England 
and served a number of Universalist churches, often amidst 
controversy.  She also worked for temperance, woman’s suffrage, and 
the abolition of slavery.  Hanaford lived long enough to vote in the 
1918 election in Basom, New York.

UU Mids:  Y R U UU on Error! Contact not defined 

In an effort to learn more about being a Unitarian Universalist, 
our UU Middle School Students (UU Mids) decided that the best way 
to find out about being a UU is by asking our congregation members. 

We began by discussing  what we wanted to know about being 
a UU and then developed questions that would provide that 
information.  We wrote the questions on a chartboard and invited 
some congregation members to join us for an interview in our 
classroom to be video taped.
