Phoebe Ann Coffin Hannafordthe first woman ordained to
the Universalist ministry in New England, died geaiinety-two
on June 2, 1921.



Frank Lloyd Wright was born in Richland Center, Wisconsin
on June 8, 1867. He began his practice of artbie Oak Park,
llinois, and developed a devoted following. Hetleed and wrote
extensively, published an autobiography in 1932 amentored
many students. Wright is considered by many toAbeerica’s
foremost architect, championing what is known asRhairie Style.
He built 532 homes and other buildings, includingty Temple in
Oak Park, lllinois; the First Unitarian Society dfladison,
Wisconsin; the Imperial Hotel in Tokyo; and the @Gegheim
Museum in New York City. He believed that peopf®wdd not
have to be rich to live in beautiful homes, andtried to design
artistic, affordable housing that complemented itgtural
surroundings. Wright was an active member of tihet Enitarian
Society of Madison, Wisconsin.
